This letter is prompted by the Commission's preliminary review of the report(s) 
referenced above.

Additional 
information is needed for the following 3 items: 

1. Itemized disbursements must include a brief statement or description of 
why the disbursements were made. Please amend Schedule(s) B and H4 of 
your report to clarify the following description(s): "CRS - June" 
"Reimbursement: See Below," "Reimbursement: See below," "SUTA 2Q," 
"WC 2Q 2010," and "Karl Rove Event." For fiirther guidance regarding 
acceptable purposes of disbursements, please refer to 11 CFR § 104.3(b)(3). 

2. Schedule H4 of your report discloses reimbursements to individuals for 
"REIMBURSEMENT: Insurance-Non FEA." Please be advised that when 
itemizing reimbursements to individuals for goods or services, payment to 
the original vendors must be itemized as memo entries regardless of 
amount. Each memo entry must include the name and address of the 
original vendor, as well as the date, amount and purpose of the original 
purchase must be provided. Please amend your report to include the 
missing information and clearly identify on the Schedule H4, which 
reimbursement each memo entry relates to. 11 CFR §§104.10 and 104.17, 
and Advisory Opinions 1992-1 and 1996-20, footnote 3 

3. Schedule B supporting Line 21(b) of your report discloses a payment(s) 
for "Voter Registration Table" which appears to be disclosed on the wrong 



line of the Detailed Summary Page. Please be advised that Voter 
Registration activity during the period that begins on the date that is 120 
calendar days before the date that a regularly scheduled Federal election is 
held and ends on the date of the election is considered to be Federal 
Election Activity. 11 CFR §100.24 Please amend your report to properly 
disclose this activity on Line 30(b). 

Please note, you will not receive an additional notice from the Commission on 
this matter. Adequate responses must be received by the Commission on or before the 
due date noted above to be taken into consideration in determining whether audit action 

^ will be initiated. Failure to comply with the provisions of the Act may also result in an 
0 enforcement action against the committee. Any response submitted by your committee 

will be placed on the public record and will be considered by the Commission prior to 
op taking enforcement action. Requests for extensions of time in which to respond will 

not be considered.
