2
US.C. §43a(b)(5) If these expenses are being paid by a connected
orpanization, your Statement of Orpanization must be amended to reflect
this relationship. 2 U.S.C. §433(b}2) In addition, if cxpenses have been
incurred but not paid in & reporiing period, the activity should be diselosed
as 2 debt on Schedule I, if the obligation is $500 or more, or outstanding
for sixty days or more. 11 CFR §104.11
