_The totals listed en Lines Z1{a)(i}, 21{a)(ii), 21(c) and 31, Column B of the
Detailed Summary Page(s) appear to be incoreect. Please be advized that
you should add the "Calendsr Year-to-Date” total from your previous report
to the current "Total This Perdod" figure from Column A to derive the
correct Column B totals. Please amend your report and any subsequent
reparts that may be affected by this correction.

Your calculations for Line 30, Column B appear to be incorrect. Please
provide the corrected Lotal(s} on the Detailed Summary Page.

-Commission Rcgulations Tequire thar @ comithittee disclose  the
identification of all individnals who contribute in excess of 3200 in &
calendar year. {11 CFR §104.3(a)(4)(1}) Identification for an individual is
Jefined as the full name, mailing address, occupation and marme of
employer. {11 CFR §100.12) Your report discloses contributions from
indisiduals for which the identification is not complete.
