(11 CFR §100.12) Your repott discloses contributions from
individuals for which the identification 8 not complete.

You must provide the missing information, or if you are unable to do 5o,
you mnst Jemonsirate that “best efforis” have been used to obtain the
infonmation. To establish “best efforts,” you must provide the Commission
with & detailed description of your procedures for requesting the
formation., Establishing “best efforts™ is a three-fold process.

Third, if you receive contributor information after the contribution{s) has
been reported, you shall either a) file with your next regularly scheduled
repott, an amended memao Sehedule A listing all the contributions for which
additional information was received, or b} file on or before your next
regulasly scheduled reporting date, amendinents 0 the report{s) originally
disclosing the coniribution(s). (11 CFR 5104 7b)(4))
