We have received your correspondence dated October 11, 2006 regarding the above mentioned reporting period.   

 

We have prepared and filed an amendment today that addresses the majority of your concerns.  However we felt some of the 

items could only be properly addressed by filing this correspondence. 

 

First of all, the receipt of $34,353 from the State Controller is the funds received from the state of Idaho from a 

State Tax Checkoff process.  Per our understanding of the rules concerning these funds, we believe the funds should have 

been reported on line 17, Other Receipts.  Our amendment corrects this issue. 

 

Secondly, a staff member was reimbursed for mileage and no corresponding memo entry was reported.  This is a direct 

reimbursement to the staff member/volunteer on a per mile basis for their travel on behalf of the committee.  As such, 

there is no other reportable "original vendor" for this amount to be reported.  The amount of the mileage reimbursement 

was $154.50. 

 

Finally, it appears that, as a result of a software issue, certain FEA activities were inadvertently reported both on 

Schedule B (line 21b) and on Form H6 (line 30a).  This issue has been resolved with the amendment.
