-Your filings disclose that your committee may have satisfied the criteria
set forth at 11 CFR §100.5(e)(3) for becoming a multicandidate committee;
however, the Commission has no record of a FORM 1M (Notification of
Multicandidate Status) filed by your commmitiee. Please be advised that
once a pelitical commitiee meets the certification requirements or becomes
affiliated with an existing multicandidate committee, whether or not that
political committee has certified its status as a multicandidate committee, it
automatically attains multicandidate status and must file a FORM 1M
(Notification of Multicandidate Status) within ten (10) calendar days. The
certification requirements for multicandidate status have been satisfied
when a political committee:

1. Has received contributions for federal elections from at
least 51 persons;

2. Has been registered with the Commuisston for at least 6
months; and

3. Has made contributions to at least five federal candidates.
