2
US.C. §434(b}5) If these cxpenses are being paid by a connected
organization, your Statement of Organization must be amended to reflect
this relationship. 2 U.S.C. §433(b)(2) In addition, if expenses have been
incurred but not paid 1n a reporting pertod, the activity should be disclosed
as a debt on Schedule D, if the obligation is $500 or more, or outstanding
for sixty days or more. 11 CFR §104.11

volunteer activity (1.¢., a person's time), would be considered an in-kind
contribution from that person, and would be subject to the disclosure
requitements of 2 ULS.C. §434(b)3) and 11 CFR §104.13, and the
limitations and prohibitions of 2 U.S.C. §§441a and 441b.

Failure to provide an
adequate response by this date may result in an audit of the committec. Failure to comply
with the provisions of the Act may also result in an enforcement action against the
committee. Any response submitted by your commitice will be placed on the public
record and will be considered by the Commission prior to taking enforcement action.
